 Having conducted the review of Cameroon on 5 February 2009 in conformity with all the 
relevant provisions contained in Council resolution 5/1, 

 Adopts the outcome of the universal periodic review on Cameroon which is constituted of 
the report of the Working Group on the review of Cameroon (A/HRC/11/21), together with the 
views of Cameroon concerning the recommendations and/or conclusions, as well as its voluntary 
commitments and its replies presented before the adoption of the outcome by the plenary to 
questions or issues that were not sufficiently addressed during the interactive dialogue in the 
Working Group (A/HRC/11/37, chap. VI and A/HRC/11/21/Add.1).
